| did an excavation in Israel. We joined up with the Israeli team and we dug up the desert there for
four or five weeks. In terms of artifacts, we found a couple of coins, a few nails. At first, | wasn’t sure
how to tell the difference between little rocks and pieces of pottery, but once you find the handle of a
pot, you know immediately what it is.

The program covers a wide variety of concepts, from the design studio to the technical aspects of
building and design. It's your own opportunity to design buildings and work with models, sketch,
concept, building up the information about a design concept from site, right down to the building.

The biggest and most persistent misconception | get is that “Oh, everybody on the course is a
Christian, and half the people on the course want to be priests”.
